Key Stage 5 Curriculum at Winchmore School

The KS5 curriculum is designed to provide a broad, balanced and challenging
curriculum allowing all learners to progress into further education, apprenticeships or
employment. There are 4 main pathways that students can follow as illustrated below:

We offer a wide range of 38 different courses allowing students to pursue a combination of
subjects of interest to them.



All students will complete a minimum of 30 hours of directed teaching/study over a 2 week
timetable. Students on a level 3 pathway will be expected to study 3 subjects.
